A $750 scholarship is available for one undergraduate or graduate student
attending any United Methodist related institution of higher education included on
the list at www.gbhem.org/gbhem/colleg.html.

Applicants are evaluated primarily on demonstrated leadership excellence and/or
the potential for leadership excellence in the United Methodist Church and in
community projects or activities (35% of score). Financial need and other factors
are also considered. An applicant must be a member of a United Methodist
church in the Oregon-ldaho Conference for at least one year prior to applying for
this award. The applicant must intend to be enrolled at full-time status, as
defined by the particular institution in which the applicant is enrolling, at a United
Methodist related institution of higher education for the 2012-2013 academic
year. The institution of higher education does not need to be within the bounds of
the Oregon-ldaho Conference. Applicants must be nominated by their local
church. Applicants should give the local church nomination form to their pastor
immediately as a local church may nominate only one applicant annually.

In a given year an applicant may apply for more than one scholarship offered by
the Campus Ministries and Higher Education Ministry Team. However, an
applicant may receive only one scholarship in a given year.

A past recipient of the Conference Merit Award may not reapply for
this award.

1. Give the local church nomination form to your pastor as soon
as you decide to apply for this award as a homination process
within the local church may be necessary.

2. Have your high school transcript (if you have completed less than two full
years of college) and college transcripts (if you are presently enrolled or
have been previously enrolled in college) sent directly to:
