AWARD: An $800 scholarship is available for one United Methodist 

undergraduate student from each district within the Oregon-Idaho 
Annual Conference, a total of five scholarships.  
 

ELIGIBILITY:  Applicants are evaluated primarily on demonstrated leadership excellence 
and/or the potential for leadership excellence in The United Methodist 
Church and in community projects or activities (35% of score).  Financial 
need and other factors are also considered.  The applicant must intend to 
be enrolled at full-time status, as defined by the particular institution in 
which the applicant is enrolling, in an undergraduate degree program at a 
two- or four-year institution of higher education for the 2012-2013 
academic year. The institution of higher education does not need to be 
within the bounds of the Oregon-Idaho Conference or be United 
Methodist related.  An applicant must be a member of a United Methodist 
church in the Oregon-Idaho Conference for at least one year prior to 
applying for this award. 

 
 In a given year an applicant may submit an application for more than one 

scholarship offered by the Campus Ministries and Higher Education 
Ministry Team.  However, an applicant may receive only one scholarship 
in a given year. Prior awardees may apply.
